Adult Selling Prices: 
 
Breakfast-  

o Schools that receive regular reimbursement for breakfast must charge a 
minimum of $1.73 plus tax for an adult breakfast meal 
 

o Schools that receive severe need reimbursement for breakfast must 
charge a minimum of $2.04 plus tax for an adult breakfast meal 

Lunch- 
o Schools that receive under 60% ($3.0399) for lunch must charge a 

minimum of $3.29 plus tax for an adult lunch 
 

o Schools that receive under 60% plus the additional .06 cents ($3.0999) for 
lunch must charge a minimum of $3.35 plus tax for an adult lunch 

 
o Schools that receive over 60%($3.0599) for lunch must charge a minimum 

of $3.31plus tax for an adult lunch 
 

o Schools that receive over 60% plus the additional .06 cents ($3.1199) for 
lunch must charge a minimum of $3.37 plus tax for an adult lunch 

 
 
Student Selling Price: 
 
 There is no maximum selling price for reimbursable lunches and breakfasts 
served to full price or paid students. However, if your lunch price is less than $2.65, you 
must evaluate your average selling lunch price to determine the required increase for 
the 2014-2015 school year. Please see the Paid Lunch Equity memo for more details. 
 

The maximum charge for a reduced price lunch and/or breakfast is $.25.
